	Professional Experience
	· 1972 ~ 1989. Served as initially as a Police Cadet then as a Police Constable in the Kent County Constabulary. During my service I served in both the uniform and Criminal Investigation (CID) Branches, although the majority of my service was as a plain clothes officer. During my plain clothes service I was attached to both local CID offices, the South East Regional Crime Squad and Special Branch (a posting for which I was positively vetted). As a CID officer I was closely involved in the investigation of a wide variety of matters including murder, burglary, fraud, criminal deception, and terrorism and drugs offences. 
· My work meant that I was responsible for the assimilation of evidence and the preparation of detailed reports, both verbal and written, for senior Police officers, the Crown Prosecution Service, The Director of Public Prosecutions and the Courts. During my Police service I attended a number of training courses and received specialist training in areas such as interview techniques, surveillance, criminal investigation and firearms use. During my service I also attended a number of specialist driving courses. 
· 1989 ~ 1995. Worked as a Private Investigator within the private sector for two investigation agencies in London, initially with Keypoint Services Limited and latterly with Carratu International. During this time I was involved in the investigation of a wide variety of matters for both private and corporate clients. The majority of my work involved me working either alone or as part of a small, specialized team. 
· My work involved the investigation of major corporate fraud, money laundering and the protection of a client’s intellectual property rights. By 1993 I was a senior investigator heading up a division of the agency specializing in the investigation of offences against major pharmaceutical companies including Pfizer, Bayer, Smith Kline Beecham and Merck. This involved me working very closely with the clients, to whom I often had to provide detailed presentations (both written and verbal) of any enquiry that directly affected them.
· 1995 ~ 2000. In 1995 I formed my own detective agency which I ran for five years. During this time my work mirrored that which I had been involved in previously. 
· During my time as a private investigator I worked both within the UK and internationally. My international investigations took me to over fifty countries as diverse as Spain, Italy, the USA, Argentina, Zimbabwe, the Lebanon, Croatia, Serbia, the British Virgin Isles, Greece and Cyprus. 
· As an investigator I was involved in a number of different operations all of which required the preparation of detailed reports and evaluations which I would be required to present to the client and upon which they would often be required to base future corporate and legal strategies.

· 2001 ~ 2003. After relocating to Spain I commenced working for Leisure Breaks S.L. a company involved in the golf leisure industry. There I was responsible for the organizing and running of golf competitions all along the Costa del Sol, involving both resident and visiting golfers. My work involved me running these weekly competitions at several different golf courses along the coast and required that I maintain a close liaison with a number of different golf courses including Cabopino, Parador and Santa Maria.
· 2003 ~ 2004. At the beginning of 2003 I was approached by Sunshine Golf S.L. who are based in La Cala de Mijas. I was invited by them to join their organization and become responsible for the setting up a residents golf club, based at several golf courses along the Costa del Sol. With Sunshine Golf I first set up the golf club, and then became responsible the day to day running of it. During this time I was involved in both expanding and maintaining the client base, whilst ensuring that the club’s members received the full service that they expected from their membership. I was also involved in liaising with various golf courses and professional golfing associations in Spain. I decided to leave Sunshine Golf when the position became an unpaid one.
· 2004 ~ 2005. After taking the decision to leave Sunshine Golf, I worked on a part time basis for several organizations on the Costa del Sol, being primarily involved in the selling of advertising space in a variety of local publications and for a local, Spanish radio station (Radio Oro). During this time I also wrote a monthly sports page for a local, ex-pat magazine.
· 2005. During early 2005 I was employed by Admiral Security (Gibraltar) Limited in the role of Security Officer. In that post I was responsible for ensuring the security of a variety of locations in Gibraltar.
· 2005 ~ Date. In September 2005 I joined the online gaming company 888.com operating out of Gibraltar. My initial position was within the Fraud & Risk Management Department as a Fraud Support Representative. In this post I was involved in all aspects of the investigation of online fraud, within both casino and poker environments. Since 2007 expansion has taken in other aspects such as sports and bingo. 
· In August of 2006 I was promoted to the role of Team Leader of the Fraud Support Team, a position I still hold today. In my current role I am responsible for the day to day running of a team of eight representatives. 
· In addition to the carrying out of fraud based investigations I am also responsible for the full management of my Team, and the regular reporting on the Team’s activities to higher management.
